The Geostrategic Importance of Chabahar Port: India's
Access to Afghanistan

The study assesses the importance of
Afghanistan in the context of stable region
in South Asia. The political and economic
stability in Afghanistan is essential to make
the region secure and prosperous.
Moreover, the withdrawal of NATO forces provides the
power vacuum in Afghanistan after 2014. Which is needed
to be fulfilled by the regional actors in order to develop the
political and economic engagement with the state. In that
context, India is a key stockholder to provide sense of
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economic and political engagement with Afghanistan.
Moreover, to develop the economic relation, India needs
to access the Chabahar port of Iran. India has been
invested a large amount of capital to develop the Chabahar
port for her geostrategic importance and use it to
accelerate the economic relations with Afghanistan and
Central Asia region. The study will critically examine the US
sanction on Iran and itsimpact on India's engagement with
Afghanistan. It will also focus the relevance of Chabahar
Port in the strategic perspective of India in the context of
South Asiaregion.

Bande-Matram, Inquilab, Kranti: Imagining Revolution
in the Age of Nationalism and Democracy in India

-

The present proposal attempts to
construct an intellectual history of
revolution in the context of colonial and
post-colonial India with special reference
to Bengal. Although India did not
experience any revolution in modern
political sense, the Indians since the early twentieth
century witnessed the presence of a large number of
revolutionaries who were envisioning revolution in both
colonial and post-colonial times. The proposed study seeks
to delve into the development of this modern political idea
in twentieth century India by focusing on how distinct
categories like revolutionary 'terrorists', the Communists,
the Socialists, the Kisan Sabha activists, the labour leaders,
the Dalit leaders or the radical Naxalites imagined,
interpreted and tried to bring about their own versions of
revolution. This project would also explore how the
multiple meanings of revolution have contributed to the
making of modern India in an age when the dominant
ideas like nationalism and democracy were at the forefront
in shaping this modernity.

The present study would make its progress in two different
analytical frameworks; how the imaginings of revolution in
colonial time were coterminous with the idea of nation
and nationalism and how the idea of revolution developed
in and confronted to the structure of democracy in post-
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colonial period. In addition, it would try to indicate those
crucial and defining moments of revolutionary imaginings
when slogans like Bandematram or Inquilab or Kranti
became synonymous to revolution. This research work
would also highlight the extent to which the idea of
revolution is relevant to the trajectory of nationalism and
democracy in the context of India and scrutinise whether
the former is ambiguous or contradictory in relation to the
latter.

They have
been able to carve a niche in the society mainly through
the beauty industry in Manipur. There is a growing
assertion of nupimanbi identity and transgender rights in
Manipur. However little is known and discussed on the
history of nupimanbis.

The proposed work is an attempt to trace the history of
nupimanbi. In the process of doing so, there arise some
vital questions. Why is it that one hardly talks about the
presence of nupimanbi in the history of history of
Manipur? Why is it difficult to trace the history of
nupimanbi? Do we really need to find the genealogy to
assert an identity? Why is it that the growing nupimanbi
activism affirming its historical and cultural significance.
The study (re)visists some of these questions.The work
endeavours to discuss and analyse the practices/ identities
within the Meitei culture to accomplish the inadequacies
of the identity of nupimanbi.

Everyday livelihood in the char is impacted
by disaster events which increases their vulnerability. Char
land inundates in regular monsoon.

Social and
physical components of char are highly dependent on river
characteristics. Considering the fact, the present study
attempts to assess social vulnerability of the most
vulnerable group women and children in char areas.

For vulnerability mapping, variables will be selected and
index will be made considering this group's control over
resource endowment, risk exposure, awareness and
management and ability to respond. Case studies,

The present paper describes Khring Khring
Baithow Puja-A Festival of Sonowal Kachari
tribe of Assam (India). KhringKhringBaitow
puja is their main religious festival. This
puja is celebrated to mark the beginning of
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a New Year by the SonowalKacaris. Earlier this puja was
held inside the forest under a gandhasarai tree. Later, it
was shifted to the temple from the forest under the advice
of the guru of the SonowalKacharis "Gajai Guru
BurhamudoiDangaria". It is celebrated the second
Monday in the Assamese month of phagun or sat
(February or March) every year after the Maha- Siva-Ratri.
Baithow puja is celebrated three days at the Central
Baithow temple at Borpather village in Tinsukia District of
Assam. The supreme deity of Baithow puja is "Khring
Raja". They worship Loard Siva as a "Khring Raja". Khring is
combination of four Assamese alphabets- Kha+
Ro+E+Ng=Saviour of four types of creatures such as Uran
(those who can fly), Buron (those which live in water),
Gajan (tree or such those which grow) and Varman (the
human beings). The other ways Khring mean Khring Raja,
Gojai, Monai and Phulkonwar. Baithow means
panchabhuta. Ba represents pancha and thow represents
bhuta and this panchabhuta is the earth, the sky, water, air
and fire. Earlier mention that this puja starts from Monday
but a ritual is held on the previous evening i.e. on Sunday
evening which is associated with two ritual one is called
"Da Namoa" and other is called "DeoNamoa". Main ritual
is start from Monday mid-night at the Baithow temple by
the Rajaguru. The second day i.eThuesday that day they
performer Haidang De Geet at the Baithow temple,
DhangutiGeet at the Rajaguru home, Logbihu in front of
the Baithow temple and Husori in front of Rajaguru home.
Through the Haidang De Geet they express the life cycle of
the People who have created the universe, mankind, origin
of their seven clans and fourteen Sub clans.

India and the European Union: The Politics of
Development Assistance and Cooperation in
Environment

The research project aims to understand
India's development assistance which is a
key instrument of its foreign policy. Taking
into consideration the present scenario of
climate change, energy security and
sustainable development, this project aims
to understand the relationship shared by India and the
European Union as they both encounter similar challenges
at different levels of their respective development
trajectory. It also focuses on the transformation of the
relationship from 'aid donor-recipient' to 'strategic
partners' towards achieving the UN charted Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs). The India-EU relationship
dates back to the 1990s when the Joint Political Statement
and a Cooperation Agreement, in 1993 and 1994
respectively, laid down the basis for political cooperation.
This also meant taking their association beyond trade and
economic cooperation for the benefit of both the
countries. Being one of the leading partners from South
Asia, India figures prominently on the EU policy charts. The
EU's interest in releasing a new 'India’ strategy also reveals
the strategic salience of their partnership. The Union is
also the largest trading and investment partner of India,
with about EUR 77.3 billion in 2015 or EUR 211 million per
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day. However, the import of fossil fuel has created
extensive pressure on the Union to supply energy at an
affordable price. It has been estimated that the import of
fossil fuels will rise by 85% of overall energy requirements
by 2030. Even for India, fossil imports comprise a major
portion of its energy sector. By 2030, its dependency will
rise by more than 90% resulting in large oil imports. In this
context, the energy sector of both India and EU play a
pivotal role in ensuring the balance of power in their
respective regions. Cooperation in this sector has attained
vital importance due to the similar challenges faced by
both of them. With climate change, sustainable
development, and environmental degradation gathering
storm, India has been forced to synchronise its energy
security issues within its foreign and security policy. On the
other hand, the European Union, as a major energy
consumer faces a number of challenges, including the
rising global demand and competition for energy
resources from emerging economies; a growing need to
establish alternative sources of energy to revitalise the
climate change policy; and an increasing instability in the
energy producing regions.

Technology Transfer and Economic Development:
Burma and Malaya as testing sites of Colonial
Penetration, 1826-1957

The history of the railways in Burma cannot
be considered in isolation from railroad
development in India during the

nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Before l'
1900 Indian railway policy passed through
three distinct phases. Beginning in 1849
and lasting to 1869, railroads building and management
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were undertaken by private English companies which
guaranteed a high fixed rate of interest. The policy failed to
produce both the trackage and railway management
efficiently. As a result, the private firms which were meant
to run the railways were replaced with a new policy which
called for the Government to build and manage all the new
lines. This policy was followed in case of Burmese railways
as well. Indeed railroads in Burma were built to serve two
purposes, viz. defence and commerce like India.

The introduction and extension of railways in Malaya were
considered by the British mainly from commercial point of
view. Lying on the natural trade routes of Southeast Asia,
Malaya has been subjected throughout the history to the
influence of foreign trade and traders. Comparing to the
previous Hindu and Muslim traders, the British had
influenced the Malayan economy in a more dominant way.
In this regard, the British trade followed by the British rule
paved the way for an economic structural framework
where operations of the railways became a pivotal factor.
Through the development of railways, Malaya was
incorporated by the British ruler within the world trading
system that emerged with the industrialization of the
West.

The railway industry in colonial Indian subcontinent and
Southeast Asian countries like Burma and Malaya provided
a rich context for pursuing investigation into the nature of
colonial domination in the said countries. Western
technology, particularly the technology that was evolvedin
Britain came to the Asian countries that were under their
control transferred in multiple ways. The colonial power
applied the transferred technology in Burma and Malaya
to establish their unchallenged and long-lasting
supremacy in these countries. The technology, came from
European countries, applied in the Asian countries was not
necessarily wrong that the alien rulers chose to implement
the technologies without taking the interests of the
indigenous people.

Construction of the Indo-Pacific and India-China
Maritime Relations

The evolving concept of the Indo-Pacific
likely changes the maritime relations
between India and China.

2, This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller &
Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only, with regard to
classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards
and disclosure norms ete. Audit observations on financial transactions, in regard to
compliance with extant Laws, Rules & Regulations (i.e. Propriety and Regularity
aspects) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects ete, if any, are reported through
Inspection Reports/CAG"s Audit Reports separately.
1. We have conducted our awdit in accordance with the auditing standards
generally accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the
audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free
from material missiatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence
supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by
the management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial

statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

A Balance Sheet

1.1  Liabilities

1.1.1  Corpus Capital Fund (Schedule 1): 713,49 crore

a) The above head was overstated by an amount of ¥70.78 lakh, due to addition of
the entire amount of capital grant (298.30 lakh), received during the financial year
2018-19, instead of adding only ¥27.52 lakh (the amount actually utilized during the,

financial vears 2018-19 and 2019-20), in terms of the format prescribed under the

Uniform Format of Accounts,

b) Besides the above, under the Swachhta Action Plan, during 2018-19, the Institute
had received specific purpose grant of 24,50 lakh. It spent T2.89 lakh, leaving an
unspent balance of T1.61 lakh, During 2019-20, out of the unspent balance of 21.61
lakh of the previous year, it further incurred expenditure of 20,43 lakh, leaving an

unspent balance of T1.18 lakh, at the end of the financial vear 20019-20. The Institute

K included the unspent balance under the “Corpus/Capital Fund® (Schedule -1}, instead )
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of booking the unspent balance of ¥1.18 lakh, under the head “Current Liabilities and
Provisions’ (Schedule 7).

{a) and (b) above resulted in understatement of the ‘Current Liabilities and
Provisions' (Schedule-7) by 271.96 lakh and overstatement of the *Corpus/Capital
Fund' (Schedule -1) by the same amount.

B Income and Expenditure Account

2.1 Income

2.1.1  Interest Earned (Schedule 17): T14.86 lakh

As per the Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) between the MoC and
MAKAIAS, for the financial vear 2019-20, all interest and other camings, against
Grants-in-aid and advances, were to be mandatorily remitted to the Government of
India (Gol), immediately after finalization of the accounts. MAKAIAS had carned
214.86 lakh, as interest, on the grants received by it, and it recognized this amount as
‘Income’, instead of showing it as being payable to the Gol. This resulted in
understatement of the Deficit (being the excess of Expenditure over Income),
overstatement of Corpus/Capital Fund and understatement of Current Liabilities
(Schedule 7) by 214,86 lakh.

C Other Accounts- CPF Account

31  The Institute booked an amount of 281.67 lakh, as being investment from the
CPF fund. instead of booking an amount of 282,78 lakh (calculated on the basis of
the bank certificates). This discrepancy needs 1o be reconciled.

32 It booked an amount of 23.83 lakh, as ‘interest on CPF subscription’, in the
Income and Expenditure Account, whereas, in “Schedule E°, it booked the same as

¥3.82 lakh. This discrepancy needs to be reconciled.

D Greneral

4.1  Despite mention in the previous year's Audit Report, the Institute has not
taken any rectificatory measures in the following cases:

a) It did not make any provision for retirement benefits for its employees, on the
basis of actuarial valuation, in terms of AS-15.

(] The *Fixed Deposits’, of the General Fund, as well as of the CPF, could not
be verified in audit, due to non-receipt of centification/confirmation from the bank,
by the Institute.

E Grants-in-Aid

During the financial year 2019-20, the Institute received revenue grants of 24.27
crore, including *Special Purpose Grants: North-East Region® (General: 22.50 crore;
Salaries: 21.33 crore and North-East Region: T0.44 crore). It spemt 3.23 crore
{General: 22.93 crore; Salary: 21.48 crore and Morth-East Region: ¥0.82 crore),
incurring excess expenditure, amounting to 20,96 crore, including 20.43 crore under
the *General” head, 20.15 crore under the *Salary” head and %0.38 crore under the
*Morth-East Region® head. The excess expenditure was met from the unspent

balances under the Capital Grant (270.78 lakh) and unspent balances under Swachhta

Action Plan (¥1.18 lakh) and the Institute’s Internal Resources (224,04 lakh).

F Net Effect:
The net impact of comments in preceding paragraphs is that the Excess of
Expenditure over Income was understated by ¥14.86 lakh, for the year ended 31

March 2020.

iv. Bank deposits are being prepared and made by same person who is
responsible for maintaining the cash receipts/personal ledger.

It did not conduct physical verification of its Fixed Assets and Library Books, for the

financial year 2019-20, Therefore, the actual existence of Fixed Assets and Library
Books, could not be verified in audit.
